Team Details & Responsibilities
CALL TIMES
It is important to always be on time, and ready to go. If rehearsal starts at 7:30, make sure you arrive
early enough to set up your instrument and plug in before 7:30. If we all respect each other’s time,
practice will flow more smoothly!

Call times for weekend services are as follows:
